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Infodesign

Infodesign posted revenues of $0.80 million in 2001, reflecting a 37.9% increase compared to the previous year. Up to 65.0% of these earnings came from L&M fees, while 25.0% was derived from services activities, and the remaining 10.0% from hardware sales. L&M revenue totaled $0.52 million, up 48.6% over the previous year. This was largely due to two new large projects. The firm has 11 employees.

Infodesign has developed its own EAS application that includes standard cross-industry EAS functionality, as well as vertical modules for insurance, utilities and hospital services. In 2000, the vendor introduced Infos, a newly developed module for regulating operations in footwear production.

Infodesign carried out four projects last year, including the implementation of an integrated information system for Industrija Mesa Ivanec, a meat producer from Ivanec. This project involved the installation of the vendor’s EAS for 35 users (accounting, sales and distribution, manufacturing, and HR/payroll modules), Sloga, a footware factory from Koprivnica (30 users, comprising Infos manufacturing, sales and distribution, and HR/Payroll modules), and Vindija, a large food producer from Varazdin (sales and distribution). IDC research indicates that the project for Vindija has not been completed yet. 

Infodesign also worked on selling into its existing installed base last year. In 1999, the company created an information system for Peugeot-Citroen Automobiles (PCA), Paris, that included software for car sales, spare parts sales, after-sales support modules; and Eureca, a module that interfaces with SAP’s package. The Peugeot information system had already been successfully implemented in PCA branches in Croatia, Slovenia, Slovakia and Hungary. In 2001, this system was extended to facilities at Peugeot-Citroen in Argentina.

All of Infodesign’s installations run on Compaq PC servers (Windows NT-based) and Progress database. The exclusive use of the Progress database stems from Infodesign’s partnership with the vendor - it is the sole authorized distributor of Progress products in Croatia and Bosnia & Herzegovina, and is the distributor for Slovenia. Infodesign is also a Microsoft certified dealer, and Infosistem’s VAR for Compaq and Unisys equipment.

Approximately half of Infodesign’s L&M revenue in 201 was derived from projects implemented in the manufacturing sector (both process and discrete), while other notable segments included wholesale (28%), and government, education, insurance, agriculture, and healthcare.
